The Alien Registration System Has Changed
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In accordance with revisions made to the Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition Act and the Basic
Resident Registration Law, the Alien Registration Law will be repealed and foreign nationals will be eligible for
resident cards as of July 9, 2012. However, individuals who do not qualify for residential status or have a short
period of stay are not eligible.

*When completing change procedures, please bring your resident card (individuals who have yet to switchover
should bring their alien registration card or individuals who have newly entered Japan and have not been
issued a card yet should bring their passport). If procedures are not completed properly, one may be fined or
one’s eligibility for residential status may be revoked.

3. Resident (Jumin) Cards have been made.

Resident (Jumin) Cards were made using the information from the “Temporary Resident Card Information
Notice” that was mailed at the end of May so copies can be issued. However, cards were not made for
individuals who have overstayed their period of stay and their National Health Insurance Card and registered
seals have been invalidated.

* Certificates of Alien Registration are no longer available. If residential records are required from the period
before the law was revised, please submit a request for the information via the individual in charge of the
protection of personal information at the Secretarial Division at the Ministry of Justice.

*Foreign nationals who have been the target of spousal domestic violence or stalking are eligible for assistance
and support. Individuals in need of such assistance, should please contact us.
